Course Description:

This course will cover the basic concepts of algebra in depth enough to prepare you for use after high school, whether in every-day life or in continued study of mathematics in college. The topics covered will include expressions, equations, inequalities, functions, and statistics. As we progress through the material, you will be shown how the material relates to other topics. The material will be taught through a mixed use of the lecture, visual presentation, discussion, and online materials.
Goals/Objectives:

Students who complete this course will be able to think in-depth in a meaningful way about the algebra of the world around them. They will understand that algebra is a powerful tool for understanding and making predictions about the way the world works. In addition, they will gain skills in logical thinking and problem solving that will be applicable to many subjects they encounter for the rest of their learning career, including after they have completed school.

Text(s):

You will be provided with an Algebra textbook. You are required to keep and maintain your textbook for the rest of the year. Quizzes: Will be 30% of final grade and will be evaluated for partial credit when an answer is incorrect.

Homework: 30% of your final grade. Homework will be entered daily and graded on completion. Complete homework with work shown will earn you 5/5 points.

Extra Credit: The only extra credit opportunity will be to attend after-school tutoring sessions. Extra credit will be entered at the end of the semester.
Late work and makeup work:
Homework will be accepted up to 2 weeks late for half credit. Any makeup work due to an excused absence must be completed within 2 weeks of your return or else will be counted as a 0. Makeup work may be completed in after school tutoring or else you may talk with me to schedule a time outside of class that works for you.
